Magazine/Portfolio Final

For this assignment, you will create a 10-page magazine. The first page will be your cover, and the rest will be the inside with table of contents and what appears to be articles. The articles will be all the projects you have done in this class. You will need to tell what the project was, and what you learned from each project. The objective is to make it look like a real magazine, but also explain what you have learned (explaining what you have learned is in place of a test).

Create a magazine cover that will part of an InDesign spread that will highlight your work for this class. The title might be “College Life”, “Portfolio”, “Avila”, or something else that reflects you as a college student. Put yourself on the cover as the main subject. You will be including your projects in your magazine, so you might want to include small thumbnail images of a project or two on your cover as well. You can do your cover in Photoshop then place in the InDesign document. 
Your cover must have:
1.         A background
2.         A cover photo (may have smaller photos to show other features included in the magazine)
3.         A Title
4.         Several story line titles
5.         Issue date
6.         Issue price

7.         Bar code
Think about the article titles because you will be expected to create the articles inside your magazine. The articles could be the names of your projects. Check off the following when you have finished your cover:
_____Unity can be achieved by carrying out a common theme in the type styles, photos, story titles and descriptions.  Do all the parts work together?
 _____Think about readability, can you read the type against the background? Is the type style readable? Are the sentences too long? Are the titles descriptive enough to make you know what the article is about? Does the type size signify the importance? (Don’t overuse fonts – limit to 3, but change color, size and style). Make sure your colors go together.
_____Does the photo or photos support the theme? Does the photo catch your eye? Is it too busy or too simple?
_____How is your effort and craftsmanship? Does your cover look professionally neat?
_____Layout, how did you arrange all the elements? Is the type all lined up flush left, right, centered? Is the type over the picture or in the background?  Does the layout make it easy to read or confusing?
Your magazine cover will be placed in InDesign as the first page of a document that is at least 10 pages long. Your finished document must include the following (check off the following as they are included in your magazine spread).
______ Your magazine will have a table of contents with hyperlinked article titles.
______ You must utilize Master pages for page numbers and title in the footer. 
______ You will use paragraph and character styles to help unify your document.
______ You will create articles that include all the work you have done in this class (this is the final part). For each of your pieces, you must tell how you created them and what you learned. If you have trouble making 10 pages, one page may be an advertisement. 
______ You must have some pages be 2 columns and some 3 columns. 
______ You should use a grid to line up all your elements on a spread. 
______ When finished, you must export your document as a pdf., as spreads and make sure you check the box for hyperlinks when saving or your hyperlinked pages will not work.
